Demographics

In 2016, reported opioid misuse in the United States was 
highest among persons aged 18–25 (7.3%)¹. Medication 
misuse is defined as using a prescription in a manner 
other than prescribed or using a medication that was not 
prescribed. Prescription opioids are pain medications 
such as Vicodin, OxyContin, Tylenol 3 with Codeine, 
Demerol, and Morphine. Prescription opioid misuse rates 
among college students at Missouri campuses are higher 
among certain demographic groups and students who 
exhibit other high-risk behaviors.
